In this Agreemfnt, the words “you" and “your” mean each and all of those who agree fo be bound by this Agreement; “Card” means a Visa® credit card and any duplicates, renewals or substitutions the: Credit Union
issues 1o you; "Account” means your Visa credit card line of credit account with the Credit Union, and "Credit Union” means the Credit Union whose name appears on this Agreement or anyone to whom the Credit

Union transfers this Agreement.

1. Using Your Account. If you are approved for an Account, the Credit Union will establish a lfine of credit for
you and notify you of your credit imit. You agree that your credit fimit is the maximum amount (purchases, cash
advances, finance charges, plus “other charges™} thal you will have outstanding on your Account at any time. Each
payment you make to your Account will restore your credit imit by the amount of the payment, unless you are
over your credit limit. If you are over your credit fimil and you have consented io the Credit Union’s over-the-limit
caverage, you must pay the amount you are over befora payments will begin to restare your credit limit. You may
request an increase in your credit limit only by a method acceptable to the Credit Unjon, The Credit Union has
the right to reduce your credit limit, refuse to make an advance and/for terminate your Account at any time for any
reason not prohibited by law.

2. Using the Visa Card. You may use your Card to make purchases from merchants and others who accepl Visa
cards.

7. Finance Charges, The finance charges shown on your monthly statement are figured by muitiplying a monthly
periodic rate (MPR} times the average daily balance of both credit purchases and cash advances, The finance
charges and the corresponding annual percentage rate {APR) are computed using a variable monthly rate, which
may, at the sole discretion of the Credit Union change up to twelve (12) times a year. If rate changes occur, they
will be made on the first billing cycle following the 16th day of each month. The APR and its corresponding MPH
which goes into sffect (or continues in eftect} is determined by laking the prime rate as listed in the “Money Hates”
column in the Walf Street Journal on the last business day preceding the 16th day of each month.

varlable Rate. The variable APR for your Visa card will be calculated by adding a margin to the Prime Rate
{Prime + Margin). The margin will depend on our review of your credit history.

The varlable interest rate is based on your credit history as indicated by your credit score provided by Equifax.
As of January 2017 your rate will be between 6,90% and 13.15%. After that, your APR may vary with the market
based on the Prime Rate but will not exceed 17.9%.

The monthly periodic rate is determined by dividing the above APR by twelve (12). The finance charge for cash

advances and cash purchases are determined as follows:

a,) Cash Advances:; Finance charge on cash advances begins to accrue on the date you obtain the cash advance
or the first day of the billing cycle in which it is posted to your account, whichever is later. There is no grace
period on cash advances. The finance charges for a billing cycle are computed by applying the monthly periodic
rate to the average daily balance during the billing cycle, which is determined by dividing the sum of the daily
balances for cash advances during the billing cycle by the number of days in the cycle. Each daily balance is
determined by adding new cash advances received to the previcus balance for cash advances and subtracting
any payments received or credits posted 10 your Account, excluding unpaid finance charges.

b.) Credit Purchases: To avoid ingurring any additional finance charges on the balance of credit purchases reflected
on your monthly billing statement, you must pay the new balance in full within 25 days of your statement closing
date. The finance charges for a billing cycle are computed by applying the MPR to the average daily balance
of credit purchases, which is determinad by dividing the sum of the daily balances for credit purchases during
the billing cycle by the number of days in the cycle.

It we do not increase your APRS to the penalty APR
when any of the events iriggering the penalty APR occur, we reserve our right to increase your APRS to the penalty
rate if any of these events occur in the future.

You understand that the Credit Union
is not obligated to offer such services and may withdraw or change them at any time.

16. Foreign Transactions., Purchases and cash advances made in foreign countries and foreign currencies will
be billed to you in U.S. dollars. The exchange rate for transactions in a foreign currency will be a rate selecled by
Visa from the range of rates labfe in lesale currency markets for the applicable central processing date,
which rate may vary from the rate Viga itselt receives, or the government mandated rate in effect for the applicable
central p ing date. y axchange rate used on the processing date may differ from the rate that
would have been used on the purchase date or cardholder statement posting date.

17. Merchant Disputes. The Credit Union is not responsible for the refusal of any merchant or financial institution
to honor your Card. The Credit Union is subject to claims and defenses (other than tort claims) arising out of
goods or services you purchase with the Card if you have made a good faith attempt but have been unable to
abtain satisfaction from the merchant or service provider (unless a local law states that you do not have to make
such an attempt), and (a) your purchase was made in response to an advertisernent the Credit Union sent or
participated in sending to you; or (b} your purchase cost more than $50 and was made in your state or within 100
miles of your home.

18. Jaint Accounts, If this is a joint Account, each person on the Account must sign the application for the
Accourtt. Each of you will be individually and jointly responsible for paying afl amounts owed under this Agreement,
This means that the Credit Union can require any one of you individually to repay the entire amount owed under
this Agreement. Each of you authorizes the other(s) to make purchases or cash advances individually. Any one of
you may terminate the Account and the termination will be effective as to all of you.

Consent to, and revocation of, the Credit Union’s over-the-limit coverage by one of you will be considered consent
and revocation for all of you.

19, Effect of Agreement. This Agreement is the contract which applies to all ransactions on your Account ever
though the sales, cash advances, credit or other skips you sign or receive may contain different terms.

20, No Waiver. The Credit Union can delay enforcing any of its rights any number of times without losing them.

21, St and i and natices will be mailed fo you at the most recent address you have
given the Credit Union, Notice sent to any ons of you will be considered notice to all.

22. Copy Recelved. You acknowledge that you have received a copy of this agreement,

23. Signatures. By signing in the Signature area of the application form that was atiached fo this Agreement when
you received it, you agree to the terms of this Agreement. You should detach this Ag t from the application
and retain it for your records.

24. Final Exp This Ag 1t is the Final ion of the terms and conditions of this Card Agreement
between you and the Credit Union. This written Agreement may not be contradicted by evidence of any alleged
oral agreement.

YOUR BILLING RIGHTS - KEEP THIS NOTICE FOR FUTURE USE

This notice contains important information about your rights and our responsibilities under the Fair Credit Billing
Act,

Motify Us in Case of Errors or Questions About Your Bil

i you think your bill is wrong, ot if you need more information about a transaction on your bill, write us on a
separate sheet at the address fisted on your bill. Write to us as soon as possible. We must hear from you no later
than 60 days after we sent you the first bill on which the efror or problem appeared. You can telephone us, but
doing so will not preserve your rights.

In your letter, give us the following information:

“Your name and account number.

~The dollar amount of the suspected emor.

*Describe the eror and explain, if you can, why you belisve there is an error, If you need more information,
describe the item you are not sure about.

1t you have authorized us to pay your credit card bill automatically from your savings or checking account, you can
stop the payment on any amount you think is wrong. To stop the payment, your letter must reach us three business
days before the automatic payment is scheduled to ocour.

Your Rights and Our Responsibilities After We Recelve Your Written Notice

We must acknowledge your letter within 30 days, unfess we have corrected the error by then. Within 90 days, we
must either correct the error or explain why we believe the bill was correct.

After we receive your letter, we cannot try to coflect any amount you question, or report you as delinquent. We can
continze to bilt you for the amount you question, including finance charges, and we can apply any unpald amount
against your credit limit, You do not have 1o pay any questioned amount while wa are investigating, but you are stil
obligated to pay the parts of your bill that are not in question.

if we find that we made a mistake on your bill, you will not have to pay any finance charges related to any
questianed amount. If we didn’t make a mistake, you may have to pay linance charges, and you will have to make
up any missed payments on the questioned amount. In either case, we will send you a statement of the amount
you owe and the date it is due.

If you fafl to pay the amount that we think you owe, we may repont you as delinquent, However, if our explanation
does not satisty you and you write to us within ten days telling us that you still refuse to pay. we must tell anyone we
repont you to that you have a question about your bill. And, we must tell you the name of anyone we reported you
to. We must tell anyone we report you to that the matter has been settled between us when it finally is.

1f we don't follow these rules, we can’t collect the first $50 of the questioned amount, even it your bill was correct.
Special Rule for Credit Card Purchases

It you have a problem with the quality of property or services that you purchased with a credit card, and you have
tried in good faith to correct the problem with the merchant, you may have the right not o pay the remaining
amount due on the property or services. There are two {2} limitations on this right:

() You must have made the purchase in your home state, or if not within your home state, within 100 miles of your
current maifing address; and

(b) The purchase price must have been more than $50.

These limitations do riot apply if we own or operate the merchant, or if we mailed you the advertisement for the
praperty of Sarvices.

You must contact us in writing.

While we investigate, the same rules apply to the disputed amount as discussed above. After we finish our
investigation, we will tell you our decision. At that point, if we think you owe an amount and you do not pay, we
may report you as delinquent. .
